¶ The rapid increases in the number of hits, page views and visits per month is still 

being experienced and we are happy to inform you that from January until the end 

of November we have had more than  285,000 page views and 617,000 hits. Most 

importantly however is that each month has marked on average a 30% increase in 

the number of new visits as well as visitors returning back to the platform. 

¶ The United States, Russian Federation, Germany, UK and Cyprus are the top five 

countries, in ranking order, where most of our visitors originate from.  

¶ We registered more than 400 hits from patients requesting quotations. 

¶ The five main healthcare categories most searched for have been Cancer, Cardiac, 

Cosmetic, Dental and Fertility Treatments. 

¶ The top 10 treatments in popularity are: Coronary Angioplasty, Breast Lift, Breast 

Augmentation, Colonoscopy, Artial Septal Defect (ASD) and Ventricular Septal De-

fect (VSD), Brow Lift, Cataract Surgery, Arm Lift and Coronary Angiography.

In 2008 discussion began concerning patientsô right to cross-border healthcare. The aim of the proposal which was 

presented in July 2008 was to set up a clear and transparent framework for the provision of cross-border health care 

in the EU, applying to the provision of health care, whether public or private, and irrespective of the mode of organi-

zation, provision and financing. In order for such a proposal to stand however, requires that all members of the Euro-

pean parliament vote in favour of the draft. This is where a number of set backs have been incurred, due to disputes 

around which treatments should be accepted within the proposal and how there can be a guarantee of a high level of 

quality and safety for patients. Despite progress in reaching a majority agreement, some grey areas still remain sur-

rounding access to care, reimbursement, and responsibility for clinical follow-up.  

 
Françoise Grossetête, the French Christian Democrat member who is steering the legislation through the parliament, 

insists that the aim of the initiative is not to encourage cross border healthcare as such but to ensure its: availability, 

safety , and quality  when it is of use or necessary. As a general rule, patients may be treated elsewhere in the EU 

and be reimbursed for the costs incurred up to the level of reimbursement they would have had in their home coun-

try. National authorities may insist on prior authorization being given only if the medical care involves at least one 

night in hospital, requires highly specialized or costly equipment, or could pose risks for the patient or the population 

at large. Long term care, organ transplantations, and vaccinations would be excluded from the scheme. However the 

new rules would especially help retirees living abroad, people with rare diseases and those living near borders to get 

the best health care. Currently, only about 1%, or ú10 billion, of public health budgets are spent on cross-border 

health care yearly, although that figure could rise with standardized rules for authorization and reimbursement. 

Negotiations between the European parliament and the Council of Ministers will need to take place over the next two 

months with the European parliament voting on the draft legislation on the 18th January 2011. The proposal could be 

adopted by the full Parliament next June
